Budget cuts have forced us not to be able to offer MASC 1024 this
academic year. All of the students who typically use this course for Area 5 of the
Core Curriculum are in LAHS, e.g., the humanities and arts departments.

The material in MASC 1024 is really quite simple, but it is enough different
from usual high school material that students will probably have to put in
significant study time before they can pass a credit-by-exam for MASC 1024.
Prof. Bob Rogers has spent considerable time putting a lot of the MASC 1024
material on the Web.
